Sight Classification:

Sight classification will be scheduled for the afternoon/evening of August 23rd.  All bowlers who do not have permanent classification on record with CBSA (according to IBSA classification rules) or who did not participate in sight classifications at last year’s CBSA Lawn Bowls Nationals must participate in and pass sight classifications held on August 23rd to be eligible to compete in the event.  Bringing competed sight classification documents, visual field maps (if required) as well as glasses will help with this process.  It is the bowler’s responsibility to ensure that their flights are booked accordingly so that they will be able to attend sight classifications if necessary.  Exact times of sight classifications will be provided at a later time.
Transportation:

Transportation to and from the Calgary International Airport will not be arranged by ASRAB, however, Associated Cabs offers a flat rate of $36.30 from the airport to the hotel and $33.30 from the hotel back to the airport.  This flat rate will be applied as long as you visit their kiosk in Arrivals Gate “C” at the Calgary International Airport and mention the flat rate to Motel Village.

LETTER Recommended by IBSA Medical Classification Committee.

This letter could be given by the athlete to his/her ophthalmologist going to a sight-testing in view of a certificate for classification. 

"Dear colleague, 

You are about to test Mr/Mrs X, a visually impaired athlete, in order to measure his/her eyesight or field of vision.  The purpose of sight classification is to ensure that athletes compete against someone with a similar level of vision.  This person is an athlete practicing sports in accordance with International Blind Sport Federation (I.B.S.A) classification rules.   It is most important to measure his/her "eyesight" with the best possible adjustment to be determined by an objective refraction.  The measurement of binocular vision with the best possible adjustment will be recorded: glasses or lenses, whether they are worn by the athlete or not.  It might seem useless to change this refraction for a visually impaired person in view of apparently minor functional changes. However, it may lead to a change in his/her eyesight which may not appear to be significant. Furthermore, even a minor change may alter the athlete's classification and even prevent him/her from entering some competitions. 

The key figures are: 

< 1/30 and < 1/10 

ie 1/60 and 6/60 or / 36 or / 24 

In case of eye-sight troubles, the field of vision to be taken into account will be mesaured with: 

- binoculars 

- the best possible optical adjustment 

- Goldmann's visual field perimeter with the III / 4 isoptere 

- Automated static perimetry : Esterman Test. always  with the best possible correction.
